6. Boutons importants

Using WebEXx is very simple. Two buttons are useful: Chat (to read
guestions and interventions from participants who do not have a
microphone) and Share (of documents) to show an image, a PDF
or a slide show.

To be on the safe side, ask your speakers to send you their slide
show in advance, in case they are unable to share it themselves.
As a Powerpoint file is often very large, you can ask them to
convert it to PDF beforehand and then reduce the size of the PDF
using an online application (e.qg.
https://www.ilovepdf.com/compress pdf).
